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1.0 Scope

TVOC Emissions: Total VOC (TVOC) emissions testing was conducted 14 December 2022 by SGS, an 1S017025 certified laboratory, using the ASTM D7706-11 test method. TVOC was found
to be 1.2 mg/m2/hr.

Formaldehyde Emissions: Formaldehyde emissions were tested on the 15 December 2023 by Timber Testing Center, a NATA accredited laboratory, to AS/NZS 1859.2:2017 Fiberboard stan-
dard with use of testing procedure AS/NZS 4266.1 S17. Formaldehyde emissions were found to be 0.09 mg/L (+ 0.01) which is within the requirements for EO ( <0.5mg/L).
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
